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Matt 10:1-8 
1 And when he had called unto him his twelve disciples, he gave them power against 
 unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to heal all manner of sickness and all manner 
 of disease. 
2 Now the names of the twelve apostles are these; The first, Simon, who is called 
 Peter, and Andrew his brother; James the son of Zebedee, and John his brother; 
3 Philip, and Bartholomew; Thomas, and Matthew the publican; James the son of 
 Alphaeus, and Lebbaeus, whose surname was Thaddaeus; 
4 Simon the Canaanite, and Judas Iscariot, who also betrayed him. 
5 These twelve Jesus sent forth, and commanded them, saying, Go not into the way 
 of the Gentiles, and into any city of the Samaritans enter ye not: 
6 But go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel. 
7 And as ye go, preach, saying, The kingdom of heaven is at hand. 
8 Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast out devils: freely ye have 
 received, freely give. 
 
Mark 3:14-19 
14 And he ordained twelve, that they should be with him, and that he might send them 
 forth to preach, 
15 And to have power to heal sicknesses, and to cast out devils: 
16 And Simon he surnamed Peter; 
17 And James the son of Zebedee, and John the brother of James; and he surnamed 
 them Boanerges, which is, The sons of thunder: 
18 And Andrew, and Philip, and Bartholomew, and Matthew, and Thomas, and James 
 the son of Alphaeus, and Thaddaeus, and Simon the Canaanite, 
19 And Judas Iscariot, which also betrayed him: and they went into an house. 
 
Luke 6:12-18 
12 And it came to pass in those days, that he went out into a mountain to pray, and 
 continued all night in prayer to God. 
13 And when it was day, he called unto him his disciples: and of them he chose 
 twelve, whom also he named apostles; 
14 Simon, (whom he also named Peter,) and Andrew his brother, James and John, 
 Philip and Bartholomew, 
15 Matthew and Thomas, James the son of Alphaeus, and Simon called Zelotes, 
16 And Judas the brother of James, and Judas Iscariot, which also was the traitor. 
17 And he came down with them, and stood in the plain, and the company of his 
 disciples, and a great multitude of people out of all Judaea and Jerusalem, and 
 from the sea coast of Tyre and Sidon, which came to hear him, and to be healed of 
 their diseases;18 And they that were vexed with unclean spirits: and they 
were healed. 
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John 14:1-7 
1 Let not your heart be troubled: ye believe in God, believe also in me. 
2 In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I 
 go to prepare a place for you. 
3 And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto 
 myself; that where I am, there ye may be also. 
4 And whither I go ye know, and the way ye know. 
5 Thomas saith unto him, Lord, we know not whither thou goest; and how can we 
 know the way? 
6 Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the 
 Father, but by me. 
7 If ye had known me, ye should have known my Father also: and from henceforth 
 ye know him, and have seen him. 
 
John 20:21-31 
21 Then said Jesus to them again, Peace be unto you: as my Father hath sent me, even 
 so send I you. 
22 And when he had said this, he breathed on them, and saith unto them, Receive ye 
 the Holy Ghost: 
23 Whose soever sins ye remit, they are remitted unto them; and whose soever sins ye 
 retain, they are retained. 
24 But Thomas, one of the twelve, called Didymus, was not with them when Jesus 
 came. 
25 The other disciples therefore said unto him, We have seen the Lord. But he said 
 unto them, Except I shall see in his hands the print of the nails, and put my finger 
 into the print of the nails, and thrust my hand into his side, I will not believe. 
26 And after eight days again his disciples were within, and Thomas with them: then 
 came Jesus, the doors being shut, and stood in the midst, and said, Peace be unto 
 you. 
27 Then saith he to Thomas, Reach hither thy finger, and behold my hands; and reach 
 hither thy hand, and thrust it into my side: and be not faithless, but believing. 
28 And Thomas answered and said unto him, My Lord and my God. 
29 Jesus saith unto him, Thomas, because thou hast seen me, thou hast believed: 
 blessed are they that have not seen, and yet have believed. 
30 And many other signs truly did Jesus in the presence of his disciples, which are not 
 written in this book: 
31 But these are written, that ye might believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of 

God; and that believing ye might have life through his name. 
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God’s Plan 
 
Rev 4:11 
11Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honour and power: for thou hast created 
all things, and for thy pleasure they are and were created. 
 
Gen 1:26 
6  And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have 
dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and 
over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. 
 
 
Sin – Death enters the World 
 
Gen 3:17-19,24 
17And unto Adam he said, Because thou hast hearkened unto the voice of thy wife, and 
hast eaten of the tree, of which I commanded thee, saying, Thou shalt not eat of it: cursed 
is the ground for thy sake; in sorrow shalt thou eat of it all the days of thy life; 19 In the 
sweat of thy face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground; for out of it wast 
thou taken: for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return. 24  So he drove out the 
man; and he placed at the east of the garden of Eden Cherubims, and a flaming sword 
which turned every way, to keep the way of the tree of life. 
 
Rom 3:23 
23For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God; 
 
Rom 5:12 
12  Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death 
passed upon all men, for that all have sinned: 
 
Rom 6:23 
23For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our 
Lord. 
 
Blood Sacrifice – Redemption Paid 
 
Heb 9:22 
22And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; and without shedding of blood 
is no remission.  
 
Rom 5:6-12 
6  For when we were yet without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly. 7  For 
scarcely for a righteous man will one die: yet peradventure for a good man some would 
even dare to die. 8  But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet 
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sinners, Christ died for us. 9  Much more then, being now justified by his blood, we shall 
be saved from wrath through him. 10  For if, when we were enemies, we were reconciled 
to God by the death of his Son, much more, being reconciled, we shall be saved by his life. 
 
Heb 13:20 
20Now the God of peace, that brought again from the dead our Lord Jesus, that great 
shepherd of the sheep, through the blood of the everlasting covenant, 
 
1 Peter 1:18-21 
18Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible things, as silver and 
gold, from your vain conversation received by tradition from your fathers; 19  But with 
the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot: 20  Who 
verily was foreordained before the foundation of the world, but was manifest in these last 
times for you, 21  Who by him do believe in God, that raised him up from the dead, and 
gave him glory; that your faith and hope might be in God. 
 
Resurrection – Life Eternal 
 
1 Cor 15:3-4 
3 For I delivered unto you first of all that which I also received, how that Christ died for 
our sins according to the scriptures; 4  And that he was buried, and that he rose again the 
third day according to the scriptures: 
 
1 Cor 15:12-22 
12Now if Christ be preached that he rose from the dead, how say some among you that 
there is no resurrection of the dead? 13 But if there be no resurrection of the dead, then is 
Christ not risen: 14  And if Christ be not risen, then is our preaching vain, and your faith is 
also vain. 15  Yea, and we are found false witnesses of God; because we have testified of 
God that he raised up Christ: whom he raised not up, if so be that the dead rise not. 16  
For if the dead rise not, then is not Christ raised: 17  And if Christ be not raised, your faith 
is vain; ye are yet in your sins. 18  Then they also which are fallen asleep in Christ are 
perished. 19  If in this life only we have hope in Christ, we are of all men most miserable. 
20 But now is Christ risen from the dead, and become the firstfruits of them that slept. 21  
For since by man came death, by man came also the resurrection of the dead. 22  For as in 
Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive. 
 
Eph 2:4-8 
4But God, who is rich in mercy, for his great love wherewith he loved us, 5 Even when 
we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;) 6  
And hath raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ 
Jesus: 7  That in the ages to come he might shew the exceeding riches of his grace in his 
kindness toward us through Christ Jesus. 8  For by grace are ye saved through faith; and 
that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: 
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Faith – Where do you place yours? 
 
Heb 11:1,6 
 
1Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen. 6 But 
without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he 
is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him. 
 
Rom 5:1-2 
1Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus 
Christ: 2  By whom also we have access by faith into this grace wherein we stand, and 
rejoice in hope of the glory of God..  
 
1 Tim 2:3-7 
3For this is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Saviour; 4  Who will have all men 
to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth. 5  For there is one God, and 
one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus; 6  Who gave himself a ransom 
for all, to be testified in due time. 7  Whereunto I am ordained a preacher, and an apostle, 
(I speak the truth in Christ, and lie not;) a teacher of the Gentiles in faith and verity. 
 
Matt 27:50-54 
50Jesus, when he had cried again with a loud voice, yielded up the ghost. 51 And, behold, 
the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom; and the earth did 
quake, and the rocks rent; 52  And the graves were opened; and many bodies of the saints 
which slept arose, 53  And came out of the graves after his resurrection, and went into the 
holy city, and appeared unto many. 54  Now when the centurion, and they that were with 
him, watching Jesus, saw the earthquake, and those things that were done, they feared 
greatly, saying, Truly this was the Son of God. 
 
John 20:27-29 
27 Then saith he to Thomas, Reach hither thy finger, and behold my hands; and reach 
hither thy hand, and thrust it into my side: and be not faithless, but believing. 28 And 
Thomas answered and said unto him, My Lord and my God. 29 Jesus saith unto him, 
Thomas, because thou hast seen me, thou hast believed: blessed are they that have not 
seen, and yet have believed.
